Please help your child to work on learning and quick recall of times tables. Some homework is completed on-line using MyMaths.  Every day we practise and develop oral and mental skills (e.g. counting, mental strategies, rapid recall of +, –, x, ÷).

We cover each of the following areas in increasing depth:

PERSONAL, SOCIAL HEALTH ECONOMIC EDUCATION (PSHEE) 

PSHEE education is a school subject through which pupils develop the knowledge, skills and attributes they need to keep themselves healthy and safe, preparing them for life and work in modern Britain. PSHEE education aims to develop skills and attributes such as resilience, self-esteem, risk-management, team-working and critical thinking in the context of learning, which is grouped into three core themes: health and wellbeing, relationships and living in the wider world (including economic wellbeing). These three core themes are taught throughout the academic year.

The Nature and Effects of the Holocaust

DRAMA

· Students will be introduced to dramatic skills that help to form character. This will be done through practical exercises, physicality workshops and script work. We will use characters in the Lion King as a foundation for this, in order to prepare the students for their performance in the Summer Term. Students will use techniques from various theatre practitioners to develop their movement and vocal skills.  
· Staging a production. Students will learn the basics of staging a production from the role of the director through to the stage management team. They will practically explore the elements of theatre making in a lead up to their summer performance. 
· Ensemble. Students will learn practical skills in team work and communication. Using practical activities and acting workshops the students will learn techniques in leadership and how to be a team player.

MUSIC 
In our weekly music session, pupils will enjoy learning an assortment of songs including rounds and part songs. We will also prepare songs for the Easter service, in addition to starting some work on the songs for the summer production. The focus will be on singing in tune with an awareness of the character of each song. All pupils will be encouraged to have greater confidence when singing and to use the correct posture.

We will also be looking at musical clichés and film music throughout the next 2 terms. Children will listen to examples of musical clichés, compose their own music in a group to accompany a film trailer and evaluate their work

They will explore how to use Boomwhackers and follow a score.

Several of the year group will also be members of the Prep School Choir which meets once a week. Some pupils are also in Singing Squad and some will play in the Orchestra and other ensembles available to them.

ART
 Depiction

Year 6 will explore different forms of mark making. They will take inspiration from textures found in the landscape to create artwork inspired by landscape artists such as Vincent Van Gogh, Andre Derain and David Hockney.

Students will explore and experiment with a range of 2D media to produce personal and group outcomes. They will use new media to develop and extend upon their ideas.
Design and Technology.
In Design Technology, Year 6 are making a Bird feeder. The sides will be drawn up on the computer on 2D Design which will then be cut out on the laser cutter from plywood. The sides will be attached to a hand cut base using a bridle joint. The top will have an acrylic roof which students will line-bend to attach onto the sides. The students will then create the feeding bowl using the vacuum former.
